
Keg-Meter Installation Instructions:  
Tools needed: 
Drill and ¼” drill bit (no drilling required for 3” Tower Mount version) 
10+ oz. measuring cup with “ounces” markings. 
 
The Keg-Meter continuously tracks the number of ounces poured from your keg and displays the number of 12 oz. beers left in your keg.  It 
will also display the temperature of your keg refrigerator (optional on tower mount model).  When calibrated properly, the Keg-Meter will be 
accurate to +/-7%.  This should give you enough warning for when to get a new keg.  NOTE: The Keg-Meter uses a pressure sensor to sense 
the flow of beer.  If your keg pressure is set too low, the Keg-Meter may not operate properly.  It is recommended to keep CO2 pressure 
between 6psi and 12psi.  If the Keg-Meter is not operating properly see the FAQs at www.Keg-Meter.com or email sales@Keg-Meter.com 
for help.  
 
Step 1.  Cut beer tube at the proper distance (according to your refrigeration type) from the faucet. See diagram below for distances and 
refrigerator type. 

 
 
Step 2.  Place the sensor ‘tee’ as shown in the diagram below.  Note: Heating the cut ends of the beer tube with a hair dryer or 
heat gun will make the installation of the ‘tee’ easier. 

 
 
 
Step 3.  Door dispenser type- Drill a 5/16” hole in refrigerator for mounting the Keg-Meter. Mount on front of refrigeration unit.          
             Tower Mount Keg-Meter- remove cap from tower and place Keg-Meter over tower (3” diameter towers only).   
Step 4.  Feed wire harness through hole in refrigeration unit (or down tower) and plug wire harness connectors into the sensor.  (Polarity is 
NOT important) 
Step 5.  Calibrate the Keg-Meter (see operating instructions). Caution: may require drinking beer.

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Keg-Meter Operating Instructions: 
Congratulations on the purchase of your Keg-Meter!  The only affordable digital keg monitoring system available.    

1. Keg level graphic.  Indicates beer level in keg. 
2. Numeric display. 
3. Together with Numeric Display shows number of 12 oz. beers left in keg. 
4. Temperature (optional).  Together with Digital Display shows the temperature of keg (optional on tower mount Keg-Meters). 
5. Ounces.  Together with Digital Display shows the number of ounces poured. 
6. Lock.  Tamper resistance is On. 
7. Battery low.  Indicates when the battery needs replacement. 
8. Calibration.  Indicates when calibration mode is active. 
9. Keg Size.  Allows for setting the keg size (1/2, 1/4, 1/16, barrel).  

 
 
 
Your Keg-Meter probably looks like this when you first open the box.  This is the Keg-Meter’s normal display showing the number of beer 
left in the keg. 
 
 
Resetting 
Let’s try resetting the Keg-Meter to a full keg (or to the amount of beer you already have in the keg). 
Press the “Enter/Menu” button. 
The “lock” symbol will flash. 
Depress the “Enter/Menu” button twice until the  
“Beers” symbol flashes. 
Press the “F/+” button.  “165” will flash (for ½ barrel keg).  Depress the “Enter/Menu” button to reset to full keg or press the “F/+” button to 
reduce the amount of beers to your current level.  
 
 
Setting keg size 
Select the “Keg1” symbol using the “Enter/Menu” and “F/+” buttons. 
 
 
 
 
“165” should be displayed.  Pressing the “F/+” button will change the keg size to “82” beers (1/4 barrel), or “53” beers (1/16 barrel).                                                                                         
Pressing the “Enter/Menu” button returns to main display. 
 
 
 
Calibration 
Select “Cal” function using the “Enter/Menu” and “F/+” buttons. 
Pour a beer in a measuring cup and the Keg-Meter should begin to count up.   
When finished pouring you need to tell the Keg-Meter how much beer you poured. 
                                            Let’s say you poured “12.5” ounces.  Press “F/+” until  
                                            “1” is displayed.  Depress “Enter/Menu” to move the digit.  Press “F/+” unit “2” is displayed.   
                                             Depress “Enter/Menu” to move to the next digit.  Press “F/+” until “5” is displayed.  Depress 
                                             “Enter/Menu” and you’re ready to go!  
  
 
*If display does NOT change during calibration see “Er3” below. 

“Er2” 
Sensor needs adjustment.  Turn the sensor screw clockwise ½ turn. 

“Er3” 
Sensor needs adjustment.  Turn the sensor screw counterclockwise ½ turn.

Lock 
Locking the Keg-Meter restricts calibration and resetting for extra security.  Select the “Lock” menu item using the “Enter/Menu” and “F/+” 
buttons.   Enter a security code using the “F/+” and “Enter/Menu” buttons.  To unlock the Keg-Meter repeat the steps of entering your 
security code.  A default pass-code is “119” in case you forget your code. 
 
Temperature (optional on Tower Mount Keg-Meters) 
Depressing the “F/+” button will display the temperature.   
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
